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C.A.P. is a non-sectarian, non-profit, after-school program for middle school students owned by the Commonwealth Baptist Church.  The program admits students of any race, color, religion, national and ethnic origin to all rights, privileges, programs and activities.  


C.A.P. provides opportunities in recreation, fellowship, homework assistance, and tutoring.  The program’s purpose is to provide a safe place for students to be able to go after school where they can have fun and be successful with their schoolwork.  

AFTER-SCHOOL PROGRAM

GENERAL:  While enrolled in the program students have an opportunity to have fun playing video games, board games, outside games, participating in crafts, and enjoying weekly science experiments.  There are also guest speakers, special fun activities, and/or school related activities (for example, focusing on science fair projects, research papers, power point projects, graphing, etc.). 

Homework and tutoring time will be an excellent time for students to complete their assignments and receive extra help in subjects needed.  Our mission is to empower and give students the tools necessary to be successful with their schoolwork.  

CLASS SIZE AND STAFF:  In order to meet the individual needs of each student the program size is limited.  The maximum number of students enrolled is 25.  There will be no less than 4 staff persons each day.  

TYPICAL DAILY ROUTINE
a.  Walk:  Students will walk from GW to C.A.P.  There will be a staff member available for students to walk with.  GW lets out at 3:15pm therefore students should arrive to C.A.P. no later than 3:30pm.  


b.  Snack:  Students will be served a small snack as soon as they arrive to C.A.P.  Students will be given until 3:45pm to consume their snack and place their belongings in the appropriate spot.  


c.  Fun and Fellowship:  From 3:45pm until 4:30pm will be time utilized for having fun with games and crafts.  This time will also be used for special guests and activities.  Each week one or two days will be used for our weekly science experiment.  


d.  Tutoring:  From 4:30pm until leaving for the evening each student will work on homework.  Staff members are experience tutors available to assist with homework.  For children who do not have homework that day (agenda books will be checked daily), there will be a grade appropriate worksheet to be completed.  Does your child struggle with a particular subject?  Worksheets for each subject will be available for extra tutoring in this subject or subjects. 

APPLICATION, ENROLLMENT, TUITION
APPLICATION AND ENROLLMENT:  The enrollment process begins with filling out an application and returning it with the $75 registration fee.  The director of the program will contact you with information about C.A.P. open house and orientation.  Application may be mailed to Commonwealth Baptist Church Attn: C.A.P., 700 Commonwealth Ave. Alexandria, VA 22301.  Applicants will generally be considered in the order received; however students of church members are given priority for enrollment.  When capacity enrollment is reached, a waiting list will be established and continued for the current school year.  Students on the waiting list must reapply for the following school year.  If a student is withdrawn within the school term and desires readmission, he/she must wait until space is available.
